ENRICHED CURRICULUM

We develop our curriculum according to the requirements of the 
Ontario Ministry of Education and then enrich it to meet our own 
elevated standards. We also offer opportunities such as Advanced 
Placement (AP) courses to further challenge our students.

EXPERIENTIAL AND PROJECT-BASED LEARNING

HSC’s Project-Based Learning approach provides students the 
opportunity to explore areas of passion in ways that make learning 
an engaging experience at every age and stage. Students have 
input into their personalized learning pathway and learn through 
inquiry and problem-solving—they are presented with scenarios 
to research, or, given the opportunity to delve into their own 
interests. The learning goals are the same for each student, but the 
process of exploration is as unique as the learner. From outdoor 
education in the Junior School to overseas exchange trips in 
Middle School and co-op placements in Senior School, authentic 
and experiential learning opportunities allow students to find, 
engage and seek solutions for real-world scenarios.

STEM/STEAM

At HSC, we believe in nurturing the whole child. This is why we 
integrate science, technology, engineering, arts and math (STEM/
STEAM) into our curriculum. The STEM/STEAM curriculum is a 
cohesive learning philosophy that engages the whole child in real-
world examples that offer an authentic learning experience.

The physical literacy program at HSC was developed to help 
strengthen physical, social and emotional development in our 
students.

We support our students in a holistic way. The team 
of healthcare professionals who make up our Health 
and Wellbeing Services includes a Registered Nurse, 
Registered Practical Nurse, Athletic Therapist, Social 
Worker and College Counsellor.

SOCIAL EMOTIONAL LEARNING (SEL)

We are committed to nurturing the whole child 
and to addressing students’ social and emotional 
competencies in and out of the classroom. At HSC, 
SEL integrated academic instruction includes 
developing healthy identities, managing emotions 
and achieving personal and collective goals, feeling 
and showing empathy for others, establishing and 
maintaining supportive relationships, and making 
responsible and caring decisions.

REGISTERED NURSES

Every student has access to full-time registered 
nurses and first aid support. The nursing team 
supports the safety, health and wellbeing of all 
students. Some of their services include prevention 
activities, coordinated care, allergy management 
plans and wellbeing initiatives.

ATHLETIC THERAPY

Student athletes have access to first-class facilities 
and one of the best athletic therapy clinics among 
independent schools in Canada. Our clinic makes use 
of ultrasound, laser therapy, Interferential Current 
Therapy, hydrotherapy tubs, TENS and muscle 
stimulation.

COUNSELLING AND SOCIAL SUPPORT SERVICES

HSC’s in-house counsellor works collaboratively with 
our social worker when needed to see students and 
parents from across the College for support with 
emotional and social concerns.

HOUSE SYSTEM

The House System is one of our oldest and most successful traditions that we 
use to bring our community together. It provides a continuum for the purpose of 
mentoring, special activities, service and competition. Each House combination 
boasts its own colour and is named for a Canadian tree or Scottish river—a 
nod to HSC’s founders.

SUSTAINABILITY 

Environmental sustainability is integrated into every aspect 
of College life as a pillar of our Strategic Plan. Most, if not all, 
decisions are made through the lens of sustainability. Since 
2019 HSC has been tracking and reporting on our greenhouse 
gas (GHG) emissions and overall carbon footprint with the 
goal of becoming carbon neutral by 2030 and negative by 
2050. Making sustainability a part of our Strategic Plan and 
our Campus Master Plan confirms and ensures promotion of 
sustainability efforts.

In 2021, the College joined the Climate Action Accelerator 
Program, which is a collaborative program that integrates 
facilities staff, educators and students with a common goal 
of creating and maintaining a sustainability program. We 
have recently developed a survey to measure climate action 
initiatives within the curriculum and have created joint 
projects across the College integrating facilities with student 
learning (e.g., our LivingPlanet@School in partnership with 
World Wildlife Fund [WWF]—a program intended to enhance 
our community’s understanding of the importance of our 
campus as part of the watershed of Cootes Paradise Marsh 
and adjacent to the UNESCO World Biosphere Niagara 
Escarpment). Through project-based learning, students 
learn what it takes to ensure healthy, natural ecosystems 
while increasing their interest in environmental issues and 
inspiring environmental leadership and action. Other projects 
include the HSC Honeybee Hives and HSC Food Forest, which 
mimics a natural ecosystem in which food-producing plants 
are chosen for specific reasons. Our food forest will work in 
conjunction with the beehives on campus and various other 
wellness and food gardens across the campus.

In addition to completing her PhD at the University of British Columbia’s 
Institute for Resources, Environment and Sustainability, Manvi Bhalla 
’15 is an active community organizer working to address issues related to 
climate justice, health and gender inequities, anti-discrimination and racism. 
Recognized as one of Canada’s leading youth activists, Manvi has received 
numerous awards including most recently being named ‘Youth Eco Hero of 
the Year’ in 2022 by Planet in Focus. Her current roles include co-founder 
and president of the national youth-led registered nonprofit Shake Up 
The Establishment as well as co-founder and director of missINFORMED, 
a nonprofit working to improve the health of women and gender-diverse 
peoples. She is also a member of the Canadian Coalition for Environment 
and Climate Justice and joined other leaders as part of the British Columbia 
Council for International Cooperations’ delegation to the 66th session of the 
United Nations Commission on the Status of Women in March of 2022. 

Since graduating from Western University with an honours degree 
specializing in accounting, Daniela D’Ambrosi ’16 has made a name for 
herself as a rising young leader at Royal Bank of Canada (RBC). Daniela, who 
also serves as HSC’s Young Alumni Representative, was among a small team 
tasked with reimagining RBC’s approach to the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002 
and oversaw a team of roughly 50 as Senior Manager, Strategic Initiatives and 
Innovation Lead with the Chief Audit Executive Group. More recently, Daniela 
won the Chief Audit Executive Award of Excellence and has been tapped to 
oversee the launch of RBC’s SOX Centre of Excellence in Nova Scotia.

Growing up in Ancaster, the Bontis brothers Charlie ’21 and Dino ’22 Bontis 
both played for Hamilton Sparta before being recruited to play for the 
Toronto Football Club’s Academy team. Their busy training schedule required 
a unique academic schedule made possible in part by the flexibility and 
support they found at HSC. In the spring of his final year at HSC, Dino signed 
a development contract with Forge Football Club, Hamilton’s Canadian 
Premier League team. The contract allowed him the opportunity to train and 
play professionally while also being eligible to play on Western University’s 
team. Charlie has made a name for himself as a versatile player with a unique 
ability to play many different positions. In 2022 he was ranked among the top 
Ontario University Athletics players for most points (goals plus assists). Both 
young men are intent on graduating from Western’s Ivey Business School and 
expect to apply their degrees to careers in soccer.
