A.C.E. PROGRAM

The Accelerated Christian Education curriculum is a
Biblical, globally promoted, academic and
character-building program. The A.C.E. program
focuses on the individual needs of each child and
helps them master each concept before moving on
to the next concept. Since each child learns at
his/her own pace, the A.C.E. educational proceeds
at the exact level determined by the child’s ability.
Therefore, we require that a diagnostic test is
completed by each child to determine what level
he/she is at in each subject.

FRENCH, MUSIC +
PHYSICAL EDUCATION PROGRAMS

Students learn French by using the Rosetta Stone education program as
well as having further dialogue and homework assignments from our
French teacher. For our music program we offer individual piano lessons
from an RCM certified piano teacher. As part of our physical education
program, we offer two units of swimming lessons on-site by a
professional lifeguard in our indoor swimming pool. The fees for the
piano lessons and swimming lessons are in addition to the cost of tuition.




APPLICATION PROCESS

STUDENT APPLICATION FORM: Submit the
completed form along with a copy of your child’s
last report card.

INTERVIEW: We will contact you for an
interview once we have received your
Pastoral Reference.

DIAGNOSTIC TEST: The A.C.E. Program requires that a
diagnostic test is completed by each child to determine
what level he/she is at in each subject. This test may take
up to a day to complete.

FINAL MEETING & ENROLLMENT: We will schedule a
meeting with you in which we will discuss the prescribed
level of your child(ren) in the A.C.E. program.

We accept cash, cheque, Interac e-Transfer, or credit. You may
make a one-time payment for the tuition fee or set up a 10-month
equal-payment plan. The first installment is due Sept. 1st. If an NSF

cheque occurs, a fee of $25 will be charged.
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BEGINNING GRADE

We accept students starting at Junior
Kindergarten. Children must be 4 by
December 31st to apply.

SCHOOL HOURS

The school opens at 8:30 am,
Monday - Friday. Classes begin at
8:45 am. Parents pick up their
child(ren) at 3:15 pm. Our school
office is open until 3:30 pm.

DRESS CODE
