History

WillowWood was opened in 1980 
by Joy Kurtz and Heather Spear.

The two teachers had developed 

a unique approach to teaching 

while working across the hallway 

from each other in the 1970s: by 

combining the needs of students 

in the special education program 

and those of the general population 

of students, the two had honed 

the individualized approach 

to education still employed at 

WillowWood today.

WillowWood opened to just 

30 students in the fall of 1980, 

but expanded its size, population 

and the grades taught within the 

year. When a full building became 

available in 1983, the school moved 

to the building on Willowdale 

Avenue where the school lived 

until 1997.

In 1997, when the school’s 

population had outgrown its space, 

WillowWood purchased the current 

building at 55 Scarsdale Road – 

43,000 square feet on three acres. 

And this is where the school lives 

today, with a population of around 

250 students: big enough to be 

bustling, and small enough to 

be familial.

A Right to Learn
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Philosophy

WillowWood has a long tradition 

of delivering targeted, personal 

education which considers each 

student’s needs, inclinations and 

strengths. This individualized 

approach ensures that students are 

able to discover and embrace their 

strengths, address their weaknesses, 

and maintain their dignity. Classes are 

small, the atmosphere is warm, and 

the pedagogical approach is holistic.

WillowWood is a family-style school. 

Students and teachers enjoy friendly, 

genuine interactions in and out of 

classes. Students at WillowWood 

find a remarkable lack of clique-

competition and bullying, as students 

internalize the family feeling.

Conflict is dealt with quickly and 

fairly, with understanding and 

through communication whenever 

possible. Students are given agency 

and encouraged to set personal 

goals, to develop self-advocacy 

and communication skills – all while 

knowing that help is available for the 

asking and that assistance provided 

will respect their dignity. All of this 

makes WillowWood a great school 

for a wide variety of students.

Reluctant students learn to take 

chances. Students who feel 

rudderless are encouraged to find 

their interests and engage with them. 

Student strengths are enriched, 

encouraged and explored. Anxious 

students become leaders, lonely 

students make friends, and 

all students get a chance to relax 
and become themselves.

Personal Education
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Academics

WillowWood’s academic program 

is broad. Our classes run from the 

first grade to the end of High 

School, and prepare learners for 

post-secondary pursuits.

All of our courses follow the Ontario 

Curriculum, and students leaving 

WillowWood for other schools are 

prepared and on-track. WillowWood 

is inspected regularly by the Ministry 

of Education, and we regularly 

receive accolades for our adherence 

to their regulations and guidelines.

Our small class sizes in all grades 

and individualized programming 

allow students to work at their 

challenges, find and embrace their 

strengths and passions, and reach 

their potential. Students are able to 

enrich or remediate as needed, in 

specific areas – so a student excelling 

in English but struggling in Math can 

work at two grade levels at the 

same time.

WillowWood offers a wide variety of 

novel courses, depending on student 

interests and teacher knowledge 

sets. At different times over the last 

decade, we’ve offered classes in 

dance, German language, health and 

nutrition, film studies, photography, 

exercise science, and more.

We also employ the STEAM 

integrated approach to learning. 

STEAM = Science, Technology, 

Engineering, Arts, and Mathematics.

WillowWood also offers and 
encourages out-of-classroom 
experiential learning. We offer yearly

opportunities for travel (to Europe, 
Costa Rica, and China/Hong Kong), 
as well as more local outings – to 
Queen’s Park, the TIFF Lightbox, 
Kensington Market, Rogers Centre, 
farms, theatres, and more. We also 
bring guests in to teach students 
about a wide variety of career 
paths. We’ve had business leaders, 
politicians, doctors, film producers, 
photographers and actors visit our 
classes and our annual career fair. 
All of these encourage students 
to see the application and results 
of learning, and inspire curiosity, 
diligence, and goal-setting.

Finding areas of passion and strength 
is a key mission for us. All staff 
keep an eye out for opportunities 
which may allow a student to find 
or explore a talent or interest – 
whether this is in a subject area, an 
extracurricular area, a social situation 
or any other niche. No one is left to 
slip through the cracks.

Our Visual Arts program has been 

around as long as the school and has 

helped develop gifted artists who’ve 

gone on to OCAD and Fine and 

Practical Arts programs in colleges 

and universities.

Our Theatre program has run for 

decades and has blossomed mightily 

since the gymnasium was built in 

2001; we now have a strong tradition 

of two annual shows – Holiday 

Happening, a variety show, in 

December, and a full-school Musical 

Theatre production in the Spring 

involving students from all grades.

MUSIc

Our robust Music program offers 

students of all ages a chance to 

shine, whether it be in a rock band, 

a choir, or as a solo performer. 

Students perform at assemblies, 

Springfest, and in the Cafeteria 

Coffeehouse during lunch.

FILM STUdIES

WillowWood incorporates Film 

into courses from Middle School 

onwards – as narrative, and technical 

analysis. Students who enjoy it can 

take two courses in Film Studies – 

one an overview of Film history in 

Hollywood, and another concerning 

Canadian and World film. We’ve sent 

students to Film School many times 

over the last decade.

TEcHnoLogy And THE ARTS

The technical and behind-the-scenes 

aspects of the Arts are important at 

WillowWood as well. Students with 

an interest have opportunities to 

learn about lighting, mics and sound, 

set-design, costume and makeup, 

writing and directing.

Students interested in Photography, 

Animation, Design and Film can 

take courses which include practical 

application, software, and  

theoretical aspects.

Kindergarten, Grades 1 and 2 Individualized Education 
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Summer Programs

WillowWood offers a variety of 
Summer Programs for different ages 
and interests.

For Grades 1 to 6 the day program 
Camp Discovery is a mixture of 
academic skills, training and summer 
time fun.

For Grades 7 and 8 students there are 
the Challenge Yourself and Leadership 
Training Programs, and a combination 
of both.

Young teens (Grades 7 to 10) can enroll 
in skill-specific programs to enhance 
their English and Math education, or 
to help make a successful transition to 
High School classes.

For High School students, we offer  
a wide variety of grade 9 to 12 credit 
courses for academic and applied  
and other programs.

Preparation for the Grade 10 Literacy 
Test is available, as is our fantastic 
TOSS program which teaches 
students how to use helpful assistive 
technologies such as voice-to-text 
software and organizational tools.

High School students can take credit 
courses to catch up or jump ahead. 
Classes offered depend on enrollment 
and interest; recent offerings include 
Math, English, Science, History, 
Geography, ESL, and recently 
introduced Online course offerings.

Academic offerings can be balanced 
out with fun, active classes in Tennis, 
Swimming, Leadership, Arts. All of 
these programs offer opportunities 
for personal exploration and 
group-skill building, and teachers 
in the Summer Programs are all 
trained professionals with the same 
invested, enthusiastic approach that 
WillowWood uses all year long.

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Support Programs

AcAdEMIc SUPPoRTS

Academic supports are numerous 

and varied. Individual student needs 

are assessed to determine which 

will be employed, in consultation 

with students and parents. Small 

class groupings and fluidity between 

grade levels are a starting point, 

and individualized lessons and extra 

teacher support bolster results for 

most students who need it. Specific 

skill instruction in identified problem 

areas occurs individually and in 

micro-groups.

Extra support programs are 

provided to students who need 

them – some for an extra fee, and 

some complimentary. All are decided 

after an assessment of need, and 

some are limited in the number 

of students who can participate. 

Regular IEP-directed supports are 

implemented in classrooms as a 

matter of daily course.

In the Lower and Middle School 
(Grades 1 to 8) extra support 

programs include programs such 

as Reasoning and Writing, Reading 

Comprehension, Expressive Writing, 

Math Support, Organizational Skills, 

and Assistive Technology.

Respect for Individuals

In the High School (Grades

9 to 12), students can  receive extra 

support in the TOSS (Technology 

and Organization: Strategies and 

Skills) program, which focuses on 

organizational, time management 

and learning strategies through the 

use of various technologies. This 

program is offered in cooperation 

with a credit course (GLE1O, 2O, 3O, 

4O) available to students with an 

IEP and or as a non-credit support.

For all students learning English 
as a Second Language (ESL), 
support programming is provided 
automatically. Should a student 
require more intensive programming, 
parents/guardians will be contacted.

Daily after-school tutoring and 
study groups are available for all 
students (in Homework Hubs), and 
teachers are always willing to help 
at other times.

SocIAL/EMoTIonAL SUPPoRT

WillowWood has a counselor on 
staff to support students struggling 
with social or emotional issues. She 
is available during school hours to 
support students and their families 
and to help students find a healthy 
balance between keeping up with 

school and managing stress.

We also have an Art Therapist 

in our Lower School who meets 

regularly with small groups  to discuss 

interpersonal issues and teach 

healthy problem-solving skills.

High School students have a 

Guidance Counselor, available to 

help with making choices – about 

courses to take, paths to follow, 

and with the College and University 

application process.

1. A parent, guardian or agent

contacts the school  and receives

a list of required documents.

2. The information is assessed by

our admissions team.

3. An interview meeting (in person,

telephone or Skype) is held with

the prospective student and our

admissions team.
