Since our inception in 1963, we've striven to be a school that serves families.
So at TDChristian, your child is ensured an education that complements the
teaching carried out in your home. It's also why we offer family-friendly tuition
rates that include the cost of bus transportation, many extracurricular activities,
class trips, textbooR rentals, instrument rentals, and other miscellaneous

items. Almost everything is included in the initial cost of tuition!

Every year, we disburse well over half of a million dollars in tuition bursaries to
families with children in associated Christian elementary schools, families who
are long-term supporters, and families who require financial aid. In addition,
since TDChristian High School is a charitable organization, most families are
eligible to receive an income tax credit based on a portion of the tuition paid.

An estimate of the annual after-tax cost of an education at TDChristian
(in the case where no bursaries apply) is $12,070 for one child or $17,324 for
two children.

As each family’s situation is unique, we encourage you to contact our
Finance Office to determine possible bursaries for which you may qualify.
