Extending lessons 
beyond the classroom
Students of St-Laurent Academy visit our outdoor 
classroom at Macoun Marsh regularly, studying 
biodiversity and practicing environmental 
stewardship. The Macoun Marsh Project has been 
tremendously successful, winning awards nationally 
and internationally.
From whale watching, to archeological site visits, 
to workshops at the National Gallery, students 
learn that lessons extend outside of the classroom. 
Field trips, guest speakers and special presentations 
support students’ engagement in hands-on 
experiential learning.

Offsite facilities including the  
St-Laurent Complex, and the 
Ottawa Athletic Centre are also 
used by St-Laurent Academy to 
enrich our programs with swimming, 
skating, tennis, squash, golf, and other 
specialized athletics. 
As well as the traditional team sports 
like basketball, volleyball, soccer and 
badminton, students are exposed to 
gymnastics, yoga, running, aerobics, 
dance, and circuit training.
Our curriculum focuses on skill 
development, personal fitness,  portsmanship, 
nutrition, health and well-being. We promote 
participation and inclusion for everyone with an 
emphasis on the enjoyment and benefits that regular 
physical activities offer.
