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With over 160 interactive online 
courses to choose from, Blyth 
Academy Online students can earn 
high school credits anytime, anywhere. 
Our state-of-the-art online learning 
platform operates through Brightspace 
learning management software. The 
dynamic cloud-based system allows 
our teachers to run interactive courses 
and gives students the ability to access 
learning materials 24 hours a day, in 
one central database.

Our online campus is available 365 days 
a year, 24 hours a day.
